Introduction
Dear Author,
The article text should be formatted according to this template. It is recommended to use the IMRAD structure (Introduction, Methods and Methodology, Results, and Discussion). However, as practice shows, this is not necessarily the case for social science and humanities research. Simply orient your work around this structure, but each subsection can be named as required by the organization of your research.
Citations and Footnotes
Citations from the References in the text of the article are formatted in APA 7th Edition style, that is, in parentheses indicating the author's last name, year of publication, and page. For example, (Smith, 2022, p. 5) or (Smith, 2022, pp. 5-6).
There are several nuances to this kind of citation:
1. If you have already mentioned the author in the sentence, there's no need to do it again in brackets. For example, “John Smith, in his research, touched upon the issue of the communicative features of digital media (2022, p. 5)”;
2. If you're referring to two or more works by the same author published in the same year, they should be differentiated by using letters. For example, “In his research titled X, he touched upon the issue of the communicative features of digital media (Smith, 2022a, p. 5), but in his work Y, he contradicts himself by presenting Z arguments (2022b, p. 26)” (notice that we do not specify the author's last name here, as it has already been mentioned in the previous citation).;
3. Two authors in parentheses are separated by an ampersand “&”. For example, (Martyanov & Lukyanova, 2023). An example with three authors: (Obong, Ukpabio & Etifit, 2023);
4. If there are more than three authors, usually only the first author is mentioned, followed by “et al.” For example, (Bakumenko et al., 2023);
5. If the source lacks an author, then a portion of the title, ending with an ellipsis, is written in parentheses. There's no need to specify the entire title of the source, just enough to identify it in the References. For example, (External youth migration in Central Asian countries…, 2019).
If you need to quote a piece of text, just place it in quotation marks. However, if the piece of text seems too large, separate the quoted text with a paragraph and reduce the font size by two points. For example:
The strengthening of media as a fundamental factor in constructing communicative spaces, structuring audiences, and forming virtual communities also signifies the reinforcement of media as the basis for shaping social time (Martyanov & Lukyanova, 2023, p. 142).
Footnotes can be made in the text (it is not prohibited) for explanations of this or that thought. Please, do not make a reference to an online source in the footnotes. We allow you to refer to online sources and mention them in References.
Figures and Tables

Before using an image, make sure that your license allows you to use it or that the author has allowed you to do so. There are images with open licenses (Creative Commons). No permission is required for their use.
Images are inserted into the text of the manuscript and take a separate paragraph. Below the image, a numbered caption (Figure 1) is required.
The same applies to tables. Use a font size two points smaller than the main text in tables (as in large quotations). Oh, and in the captions to images and tables, also use a font size two points smaller, and highlight it in bold.

We strongly recommend using bibliographic managers Mendeley, EndNote, or Zotero.
All items in the reference list must specify a DOI (if the publication has one).
The reference list is not numbered, it is sorted in alphabetical order.
The working languages of the journal are English and Russian. If the article, monograph, or other source is published in another language, the translation into English is specified in square brackets in the title. At the end, the language of the original is indicated in English in round brackets. For example, (In German).
To insert a ready-made reference list, highlight the text above, delete it, and paste in your reference list.
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
